Collecting Systems:
Pick-up System




A garbage truck empties your dustbin right at your home.





Bring System




You have to bring things specified below either to containers





located in your village/town or at its recycling yard.

Recyclables: 

Glass bottles:

--> container according to colour

Containers are labelled „White, Green







or Brown Glass“ - white = uncoloured







Put bottles of other colours to the brown ones!




Food jars:

--> phone shop or --> recycling yard (without battery!)




Flourescent lamps:
--> recycling yard

If labelled „Returnable“ then return to market

Coarse washing in final rinse water or wiping clean will do

If paper bin (blue top) is supplied, put it there or give it to our sports clubs

to support their youth work

If new device is purchased, then return old one to shop

Biowaste:

Food stuff from kitchen (vegetables, fruit, bread; but no fish, no meat!)




--> collecting bin (brown top)




Flowers, cut grass, bush material from gardens




--> collecting  bin (brown top) or --> recycling yard.

Residual waste:
Dirty paper and cardboard, used diapers, expired or excess medicines

used wall papers, broken window glass, mirror glass, glass vases




defective light bulbs, dried solvent-free paint, meat and fish remains




cat or dog litter




Generally all stuff that is not defined as recyclables, biowaste or hazardous.




--> waste bin (uni-coloured); periodically picked up!



Hazardous waste:
Solvent-based paints and varnishes




residues of herbicides, pesticides, acid, alkalis




All stuff that requires special treatment or storage.




This kind of waste will be collected by special trucks once or twice a year.

Additional note for locations other than Vöhringen:

If „Yellow or Green Bags“ are supplied in your area, then you may put some lightweighted recyclables there.

These bags will either be picked up periodically or you have to bring them to your recycling yard.
